 When was the last time you performed routine maintenance on your   

machines?  Have you checked them for cleanliness?  Have you cleaned the filters 

lately?  Just like your home dryer filter, you need to wash them out periodically, 

to keep the air flow moving.  The filters can get a build-up of fabric softener in 

the mesh of the screens, which can hinder the airflow of your dryer tumblers.  

This is just one item that needs to be checked on a regular basis.  If a bead of  

water when put on the screen sits on the screen without falling thru the mesh, 

then its time to clean the filter.  If your filter has large holes in it, you need to  

replace it.  Lint allowed to pass thru the filter is a fire hazard and should be 

remedied as soon as possible.   

 Another item to check is your water heater.  If you have a tank water 

heater, you need to perform regular maintenance on the heater, to make sure it 

is running properly and does not have a build-up of sediment and particles in 

the bottom of your tank.  If it is left uncheck and is not drained on a routine 

maintenance schedule, you could be shortening the life span of your water   

heater.    

 These are just a couple of maintenance tasks that if done on a regular   

basis, can save you money on utilities and replacement costs.
