What's the largest machine you have in your store? If your answer is anything smaller
than an 80lb. machine, you’re missing out on revenue. And, before you tell me “You don’t know
MY customers....MY customers wouldn’t know what to do with a machine that big!,” take a
minute to hear me out.

Why
m is it better than (2) 40 pounders? To start with, it will be exceptionally difficult
| to convince a customer that you're going to split their California King comforter
between 2 40lb washers to make sure it gets clean. | don’t need to know your
customers to know that. And no matter what brand of equipment you use, a
60Ib washer just isn’t quite big enough to handle that king-sized comforter
properly.

Also important to consider when looking at increasing your capacity is
the effect it has on your revenue. One of the most often-overlooked numbers
in a Laundromat is your revenue per square foot. Much like turns per day,
there’s no specific number that you will or should achieve, but you always want it to be higher
than where it is. How do you increase your revenue per square foot? Increase your capacity.

Of course, the 80Ib isn’t for everyone. Is your store big enough for an 80Ib to fit? Do you
have the ability to add a 75lb dryer to handle the load from the 80lb? Do your demographics
show a realistic need for increased capacity? There’s really only one good way to find the
answers to these questions: let SAMCO come out perform a free analysis of your location.
